RECIPES

CRANBERRY DELIGHT SALAD

2 pkgs. frozen strawberries

1 can whole cranberry sauce

1 envelope unflavored gelatin

1 #2 can crushed pineapple

2 pkgs. (3 oz.) strawberry jello (do not dilute)

Boil 3/4 cup water. Add cranberry sauce and boil 10 minutes. Slowly add jello and stir well.
Dissolve gelatin in less than 1/4 cup water. Let cool and fold in rest of ingredients. Pour
into mold and chill.
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IMPORTANT NOTE:

Correction for the Banana Bread recipe sent by Susie Aki: All ingredients are correct
except the flour amount shown -- it should be 2 cups, not 1/4!! Sorry I didn’t catch this!

POPPY SEED POUND CAKE

This recipe is from Carol Miller. My kids loved this cake when they were home -- and the
beauty of it is it’s simplicity! (You don’t have to make an icing or glaze).

1 cup butter 1 teaspoon soda
1-1/2 cups sugar 1/2 teasppon salt
3 tablespoons poppy seeds 1 teaspoon vanilla
4 eggs, separated 1 pkg. sour cream

2 cups sifted flour

Beat egg whites until stiff and set aside. Cream butter, sugar and poppy seed. Add egg
yolks one at a time. Beat well. Blend in sour cream and vanilla. Add flour mixture (soda
and salt also) fold in white. Pour into well-greased and floured tube pan. Bake 1 hour at
350-.
